4. Clearly demonstrate how  poverty will be impacted by the initiative.

5.  Project must primarily benefit people within the geographic boundaries of the Diocese of 
      Lansing or demonstrate solidarity with the poor in the United States.

1. Projects controlled by government (federal, state, local), educational bodies, or political parties.

3. Projects which have been operating for several years on funds from other funding agencies.

4. Individually owned, for-profit businesses.
