DID YOU KNOW?
The holiday season is supposed to be a time full of joy, parties and 
gatherings with friends and families.  But the holidays can be a difficult 
time for many persons dealing with personal grief, loneliness or illnesses 
of all kinds.  One in four families sitting in the pews is living with someone 
who has a mental illness.  Many are suffering in silence and are afraid 
to share their pain with others.

RESTORATIVE JUSTICE
There are many faces of the poor 
and needy seen on the streets of 
the diocese.  Some of those that we 
may not recognize are the older kids 
who have aged out of foster care and 
have nowhere to go and no family.  
Being on your own at age eighteen 
can be extremely difficult.  Someone 
to offer assistance in time of need is 
often all that is needed to get these 
kids on the right track.  Also, there 
are those kids who have a parent in 
prison.  The parent at home bears 
a difficult burden exacerbated 
by stigma.  Statistical evidence 
shows that 70% of children of 
incarcerated offenders will someday 
be incarcerated themselves.  This 
is certainly a startling number 
considering that Michigan is one 
of the nation’s leaders in people 
sentenced to prison.  Somehow 
this cycle of incarceration must be 
broken. 

 The Diocese of Lansing Office of 
Restorative Justice is seeking help 
to assist these individuals.

WASHTENAW CHILD ADVOCACY CENTER
It is every parent’s worst fear and it is not something ever discussed in 
polite company, so you can imagine the distress a child goes through 
when they have been sexually abused by an adult; Was it my fault?  Will 
anyone believe me?.   Not to mention how frightening it is to undergo a 
medical exam and be asked repeatedly by police officers, doctors, social 
workers and teachers all the details of what happened. It adds undue 
pain to an already traumatic situation.  This scenario is played out many 
times each year, which is why Catholic Social Services of Washtenaw 
County established the Washtenaw Child Advocacy Center (WCAC) two 
years ago.  In addition to Catholic Social Services, the WCAC is a coalition 
involving Washtenaw County law enforcement and prosecutors, health 
care professionals and the Department of Human Services, which provides 
young abuse victims comprehensive medical, psychological and legal 
assistance at one site.  This one-stop approach minimizes the trauma to 
children and families by offering crisis intervention services, coordinated 
case management, counseling assistance and emotional support while the 
case winds its way through the legal system.  For more information on 
the WCAC, please call: 734-544-2925, or visit the Catholic Social Services 
website at: www.csswashtenaw.org.

The Pastoral Planning Office has seen a wealth of good ideas come to life 
as the work of pastoral planning goes on in our parishes.  Since March 
2006, we have been featuring one of these ideas each month via the 
“Sharing the Wealth” link on the diocesan webpage.  We have fleshed-
out each idea in an article that tells you everything you need to know, 
including contacts who will help you get started.  As we add one each 
month, it is becoming an impressive array of success stories.  There are 
21 articles there now.  There is probably one or more that your parish can 
adopt and adapt.

A group of dedicated knitters at St. Catherine Labouré parish in Concord 
have a theme, “Making the world a better place, one stitch at a time.”  Not 
only are their Chemo Caps warming heads of cancer patients, but the caps 
are warming hearts as well with Caps for Kids.  

Since March of this year, over 300 of the chemo caps have been distributed 
to cancer patients and oncology units in Jackson, Marshall and Coldwater.  
Many of the knitters see this ministry as a way of “giving back” after 
having experienced chemo-therapy or because a friend or family member 
has faced cancer.
