Our prisons are changing
from a punitive to a rehabilitative model where prisoners are afforded
opportunity for self-improvement while in prison. However, whether
punitive or rehabilitative in nature, the only thing certain about 95% of
the population of prisoners is that they will, eventually, return to society
(currently, nearly 12,000 per year in Michigan). We cannot ignore them;
they need our help. Welcoming them back means we must invest our
time and talent. Lip service does not accomplish anything. Our personal
involvement is the key to their successful transition. We can assist by
providing transportation, friendship, job counseling, assistance with job
applications, mentoring or in many other ways.

BISHOP’S STATEMENT ON PARTIAL-BIRTH ABORTION
Most Reverend Earl Boyea, Bishop of Lansing, issued the following
statement after Governor Jennifer Granholm vetoed Senate Bill 776,
legislation which would ban partial-birth abortion in Michigan:

“I am very proud to be a citizen of Michigan where we do not execute even
the cruelest criminal. Today, however, I am deeply saddened that our state
permits the execution of an innocent baby through the process of partial
birth abortion. The people of this state by direct vote in 2004 and through
their elected legislators in this year, 2008, have justly condemned this evil.
The governor, by vetoing yet again the will of the people, is allowing this
barbaric act to continue. Persons of good will are encouraged to contact
the governor and their legislators to express the need to protect the most
vulnerable among us.”

ST. VINCENT CATHOLIC
CHARITIES

While St. Vincent Catholic Charities
(STVCC) provides services for
children through their Children’s
Home, foster care and adoption,
there is another service provided
that is little known. STVCC
provides Family Preservation, a
program designed to keep families
intact. Many parents want to do
what is right by their children, but
perhaps did not have positive role
modeling as they grew up or have
never acquired the tools to succeed
as a parent. When the courts
become involved with a family over
concerns of parenting issues that
can adversely affect the children,
but could also be corrected, the
courts will at times give the parents
the opportunity to take steps to
either keep or regain custody of
their children.

Parents who need to address
addictions, some abusive or hygiene
concerns may be referred to STVCC
Family Preservation Services. The
staff of STVCC work one-on-one
with the parents to help educate,
support and partner with them to
grow and take the steps to keep
their family together and healthy.

In 2006, one hundred percent of
families served through STVCC
Family Preservation remained
together.

In 2007, all but one family made
the necessary changes to stay intact.
Many studies show that children
who are able to return home to a
stable and loving family, versus
remaining in the foster care system,
do substantially better throughout
life.

MINISTRY CERTIFICATION
Ministry Certification with USCCB
Approval is a designation of
professional competence given to
lay persons who serve in leadership
positions for a parish or Church
based ministry. Lay ecclesial
ministers can apply for ministry
certification by contacting the
Director of one of the following:

« Catechesis (DREs)

« Evangelization, RCIA and
Adult Faith Formation (Program
Directors)

 Youth and Young Adult Ministry
(Youth Ministers)

« Lay Ministry (Pastoral Ministers &
Pastoral Associates)

Parish program leaders are eligible
for Ministry Certification at the
Basic, Intermediate and Advanced
Levels after they have completed
academic studies in theology,
fulfilled spiritual formation
requirements and served in a
ministry leadership position for a
minimum of one year.

Provisional Certification is given to
ministers at level I - after at least 8
hours of ministry training and level
IT after the person has completed
between 6 and 15 academic credits
and participated in foundational
workshops for spiritual formation.

The Review is an opportunity

to give some concrete, practical
direction to the faith formation
aspects of your parish’s goals

which were derived from doing the
Parish Assessment Tool, its
annual updates and now the Parish
Evaluation Inventory. It also
relates to the concept of having a
parish catechetical plan (National
Directory for Catechesis, P.
255). This will result in a more
detailed picture of where your
parish wants to go in developing its
faith formation programs for adults,
teens and children over the next 5 -
7 years.
