There are many people who may need hearing aids but for one reason or 
another do not have them.  Priests, ministers and counselors who work on 
a one-to-one basis with hard of hearing or elderly parishioners/clients are 
often challenged to make themselves understood.  These hard of hearing 
people could benefit by using a personal listening system.  The devices 
are battery operated, portable and cost approximately $150.  Meant to be 
used in situations where the two parties are less than ten feet apart, these 
devices are ideal for counseling, hospital and nursing home visits.  Various 
types of headsets can be used with the system.

EDUCATION AND CATECHESIS

FROM THE OFFICE OF WORSHIP
Goal 6: Foster and enhance spirituality and worship which will 
deepen our relationship with God and the Church.
1) Please advertise (and plan on attending) the eleventh annual Liturgy 
and Music Conference, "Signs of Our Salvation."  It is scheduled for 
Saturday, February 2, 2008 and will be hosted by St. John the Evangelist 
Church in Fenton.  The focus will be on the Roman Ritual.  Our featured 
presenter will be noted liturgist and preacher Fr. J-Glenn Murray, SJ.

2) The Rite of Distributing Holy Communion Outside Mass is 
found in Chapter I of Holy Communion and Worship of the Eucharist 
Outside Mass.  Since it has several options, the Office of Worship has 
created two distinct texts for presiders – one for a priest or deacon; and 
one for an extraordinary minister of Holy Communion.  Since this rite is 
used infrequently at most parishes, having a prepared presider's text will 
put the leader at ease.

3)  "Sing to the Lord: Music in Divine Worship"  was recently 
approved by the USCCB.  It is an update of two very helpful documents -- 
"Music in Catholic Worship" (1972) and "Liturgical Music Today" (1982).

4)  January 18 - 25, 2008, the world will mark the 100th anniversary of 
the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity.  The Office of Worship has 
posted several resources on their website, including a variety of ecumenical 
services.  The very act of planning these services with other Christian 
leaders and musicians in your community is an exercise in understanding. 

NATIONAL PASTORAL PLAN FOR 
ADULT FAITH FORMATION

Goal 3: Provide vibrant, lifelong faith formation opportunities which 
enable us to live the Gospel.

This is the final of 15 brief citations of sections 
of the pastoral on adult faith formation 
that are being cited for consideration by 
parish leaders and parish adult education 
committees.

A) some theory: “The 
implementation of this pastoral 
plan can bring about profound 
transformation and renewal in 
our nation, our dioceses and our 
parishes.  But the plan needs to 
be embraced first by diocesan and 
parish leaders, embodied in pastoral 
structures and services and put into 
practice by well-prepared ministers.  
Here are steps to take to begin this 
process of implementation” (P. 56).

B) some implications: “Study 
the plan, pray about it and discuss 
it with others.  Analyze the situation 
in which adults actually live in 
Church and society.  Carefully 
research and assess local needs and 
resources.  Develop action steps 
for implementing the plan.  The 
implementation of this plan will 
be characterized by its realism, 
simplicity, conciseness and clarity” 
(pp. 56-57).

C) some strategy: “Make a 
commitment of financial resources.  
It is not enough to talk about the 
need for adult faith formation; 
actions are also essential.  Budgets 
and personnel decisions will need 
to be reconsidered in light of this 
plan.  The challenge will be to 
provide resources to build adult 
faith without undermining other 
educational activities already 
engaged” (p. 59).
