Prayers and Funeral Rites After Miscarriage or Stillbirth 

 
Many members of the faithful are unaware that, liturgically speaking, situations involving 
miscarriages (at any gestational age) or stillbirths should be treated the same as those involving 
other children who die before baptism. There are various prayers and rites available to draw from, 
and it is important to help the family identify which rites would fit their pastoral needs. 
 
It is important to note that most of these rites can be employed (with appropriate adaptations) even 
if the body of the infant is not present. In that case, some other suitable reminder of the child may 
be present during the rites. 
 
 
Prayers after Death, and Blessing of Parents 
 
The “Prayers after Death” and the other “Related Rites and Prayers” in the Order of Christian 
Funerals (OCF) Part I may be employed in the home or hospital soon after the death of the child, 
with the wording adapted according to the circumstances. The OCF recommends several Scripture 
readings as well (such as 1 John 3:1–2; Psalm 23; Matthew 11:25–30; and Mark 10:13–16). 
 
In addition, there is an “Order for the Blessing of Parents after a Miscarriage,” found in the Book 
of Blessings, no. 279. 
 
 
Funeral Rites 
 
In the norms for the Diocese of Lansing, the Diocesan Bishop grants ecclesiastical funeral rites to 
a child who died before baptism and whose parents, even if non-Catholic, intended to have the 
child baptized Catholic (cf. Canon 1183, §2). Nevertheless, proper care is to be taken that the 
doctrine of the necessity of Baptism is not obscured in the minds of the faithful. 
 
A “Vigil for a Deceased Child” can be celebrated with the options for a child who died before 
baptism (see Order of Christian Funerals, nos. 247–263). The Mass formulary for these funeral 
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rites (included below) is taken from the Roman Missal. If a funeral Mass is not opportune, a 
Liturgy of the Word (OCF 295–315) may take place at the parish church or even in the funeral 
home. Readings for the Liturgy of the Word may be found in the Order of Christian Funerals, 
Chapter 15, “Funerals for Children Who Died Before Baptism” (cf. Lectionary for Mass, nos. 
1023–1026). 
 
If the family chooses not to have a funeral Mass, the “Rite of Committal with Final 
Commendation” may be used and similarly adapted (see Order of Christian Funerals, nos. 327–
336). The Rite of Final Commendation for an Infant starting at OCF 337 is particularly appropriate 
in the case of a stillborn baby or for an infant who dies shortly after birth. 
 
There are also special prayers found in OCF Part V – two for “a child who died before baptism” 
(no. 399, 13 and 14), and one for a miscarried or stillborn child (no. 399, 15). They can be used as 
the Opening Prayer/Collect in the vigil or in any form of the funeral liturgy.  
 
 
Other Funeral Liturgy Adaptations 
 
As noted in the Order of Christian Funerals, for unbaptized children the sprinkling with holy 
water, use of a pall, and incensation of the body are omitted. 
 
If the body cannot be present at the funeral, then the reception of the body and final commendation 
would be omitted, and prayers referencing the presence of the body would not be used.

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THE ROMAN MISSAL 
 

F. For the Funeral of a Child Who Died before Baptism 
In funerals of this kind there should ordinarily be a Liturgy of the Word, as described in 

the Roman Ritual. Nevertheless, if at times the celebration of Mass is judged opportune, the 
following texts should be used. 

In catechesis, however, proper care is to be taken that the doctrine of the necessity of 
Baptism is not obscured in the minds of the faithful. 

Entrance Antiphon [Rev 21:4] 
God will wipe every tear from their eyes, 
and there shall be no more death 
or mourning, crying or pain, 
for former things have passed away. 

Collect 
Receive the prayers of your faithful, Lord, 
and grant that those you allow to be weighed down 
by their longing for the child taken from them 
may be raised up by faith to hope in your compassion. 
Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, 
who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 
God, for ever and ever. 

Or: 

O God, searcher of hearts and most loving consoler, 
who know the faith of these parents, 
grant that, as they mourn their child, 
now departed from this life, 
they may be assured 
that he (she) has been entrusted to your divine compassion. 
Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, 
who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 
God, for ever and ever. 

Prayer over the Offerings 
Graciously accept this offering, O God, 
as a sign of our devotion, 
so that, trusting in the designs of your providence, 
we may be raised up by your gentle and fatherly care. 
Through Christ our Lord.
